Customizable
to your school’s needs. K-12. Available year-round. Cost: Starting at $7200 for 4-5 classrooms for 6
weeks (variable based on budget/needs).

After School Theatre: 60 minute in-person drama classes taught after school in a multipurpose
room at your site. Customizable to your school’s needs (weekly, bi-weekly, short term or full year).
Available for early elementary, late elementary, or middle school. Cost: $250/day for 20 students.
